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The digital television transition, originally 
scheduled to take place on February 17, 2009, 
has been delayed 
until June 12, 2009. 
The new date allows 
more time for con-
sumers to acquire 
DTV convertor 
boxes or solve the 
transition problem by buying 
a digital television or sub-
scribing to cable or satellite.  

Although about 35% of US television stations 
chose to make the transition on February 17th, 
KTSF joined most other Bay Area broadcasters 
in electing the later date. While we have seen a 
significant number of Asian American house-
holds take steps to prepare for the transition, 
further promotional and educational efforts are 

needed. At the beginning of January, 7% of Bay 
Area Asian American homes were completely 

unready. As of March 1 
that number dropped to 
4%. 

On February 27th KTSF 
joined Self-Help for the 
Elderly at the DTV educa-
tion panel in San Fran-

cisco. The primary purpose was to 
help those with digital convertor boxes. To that 
end, KTSF and FCC engineers were on hand to 
help consumers learn how to install their 
boxes. Also available to answer consumer 
questions were representatives from Comcast 
and Dish Network.  

KTSF  will conduct on-air DTV tests on April 
20th at 11:15 pm and on May 27th at 9:15 pm.
